a. Department Share: Science (Sean Thomas)
i. Science has 10 courses offered and 4 field trips planned for this year including
going to CA Academy of Science for Living Earth, Natural Bridges in Santa Cruz, CA
to AP Environmental Science, and the Tech Interactive in San Jose for Biology 5.
1. F.Cisneros also shared out about field trip for Physics at Great America for
their Math and Science Day competitions.
